• The supplier is responsible for the arrangement of food packages at the distribution site. 

• The supplier should ensure that the procured items match the approved samples in terms 

of quality, quantity, specifications, and packaging. 

• The supplier should be responsible for the safe and timely transportation of the items to 

the designated delivery location. 

• The expected delivery and distribution date for Bamyan- Sayghan district is set for 

September 20, 2023, while the expected delivery date for Ghazni- Arbaban is 

scheduled for September 27, 2023.

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3. Minimum Eligibility Requirements for Vendors to be Considered for Further 
Consideration 

1. Submit their quotes as per deadline specified in RFQ. 
2. Hold a valid business license and have valid business bank account in company name. 
3. Accept all MHI-Afghanistan terms and conditions, including payment and delivery terms. 
4. Bid Security in Favor of “Muslim Hand” with total cash amount (300,000/-AFN) of the bid amount 

must also accompany the bid as Tender Guarantee. Bid received without bid guarantee will be 
rejected.  

4. Conflict of Interest  

5. MHI requires  every prospective Supplier to avoid and prevent conflicts of interest, by disclosing 
to MHI if you, or any of your affiliates or personnel, were involved in the preparation of the 
requirements, design, specifications, cost estimates, and other information used in this RFQ. 
Bidders shall strictly avoid conflicts with other assignments or their own interests, and act without 
consideration for future work. Bidders found to have a conflict of interest shall be disqualified.   
 

6. Bidders must disclose in their Bid their knowledge of the following: a) If the owners, part-owners, 
officers, directors, controlling shareholders, of the bidding entity or key personnel who are family 
members of MHI staff involved in the procurement functions and/or the Government of the country 
or any Implementing Partner receiving goods and/or services under this RFQ. 

 
7. The eligibility of Supplier that are wholly or partly owned by the Government shall be subject to 

MHI’s further evaluation and review of various factors such as being registered, operated and 
managed as an independent business entity, the extent of Government ownership/share, receipt 
of subsidies, mandate and access to information in relation to this RFQ, among others. Conditions 
that may lead to undue advantage against other Bidders may result in the eventual rejection of the 
RFQ. 

5. Form of proposal – information to be provided.  

To be considered, your proposal submission must include the following information. Failure to 
supply such information, in the requested format where specified, will result in your proposal not 
being considered.  

5.1. The RFQ will be evaluated using the following technical criteria. RFQ should 
address each question.  

1. Does the supplier have a valid license? If yes, please provide us the scan copies.  
2. Does the supplier have a quality control program to help ensure adherence to high professional 

standards?   
3. Does the RFQ fully respond to the needs of MHI about this food & non-food assistance program?   
4. Will the supplier be able to meet MHI’s deadline? Does the number of days or the time period 

indicated by the supplier to complete the related tasks?   
5. Does the supplier have the same experience with other NGOs or institutions? If so, please list the 

NGOs/institutions and indicate if we may contact them.

Bank transfer, the supplier is not supposed to request MHI for cash or cheaque 
payment.  

b. Additionally, the payment will be processed to Partner Company’s bank account not 
individual bank account.
